CLUB RULES 
 

I. GENERAL: 

1) Everyone entering the property must sign in. 

2) Annually all persons 18 years of age and older, including Guests, entering DSA  property must read and 

sign the DSA’s “Waiver and Release from Liability” form ~ blank copies of this form are available at 

the sign-in desk; signed copies are to be left there. 

3) Treat the property and facilities as if they were your own. 

4) Absolutely No Alcoholic Beverages are allowed on the property at any time. Anyone found drinking 

alcoholic beverages will be removed and barred. 

5) Violations of the Club Rules will result in a review by the DSA Executive Board and may be grounds 

for expulsion.  Your Membership is a privilege, not a right.  If you abuse it, you may lose it! 

6) All accidents, injuries or damage to property must be reported to a Club Executive Board Member as 

soon as possible.  (Their names and phone numbers are listed at the top.) 

7) Horse-play will not be tolerated on Club property. 

8) In order to prevent erosion, no one is allowed on back-stops (berms) or banks. 

9) People under 18 years of age must be under direct adult supervision at all times. 

10) All vehicles must be kept on parking areas, not on the grass. 

11) Restrict vehicle speed to 5 mph maximum on Club property. 

12) The Club House is a No Smoking area. 

13) A Regular Membership shall include that Member’s spouse and dependents under the age of 21 and will 

be considered an Associate Member.  Associate Members must be accompanied by a Regular Member 

at the range and is subject to all Club rules and regulations. 

 

II. GUESTS: 

1) Guests must be accompanied by the sponsoring Member, both on the Range and on the Firing Line. 

2) The sponsoring Member is responsible for the Guest’s activities. 

3) A Guest is limited to two (2) visits annually to use the Range, excluding organized Club shoots.  A year 

is based upon a membership year (September – August).  After two visits, they shall apply for paid 

Membership, if they desire to use our Range any more. 

4) A member is allowed to bring a maximum of two (2) shooting guests per visit. 

 

III. USE OF FACILITES: 

1) The penalty for malicious abuse of the facilities is loss of Membership. 

2) Remove targets and then return target frames, benches, etc. to their proper locations when you are 

finished with them. 

3) Clean up the area before leaving ~ pick up trash, brass, ammo boxes, etc. and put them in the proper 

trash containers. Leave the Range better than you found it. 

4) Do not throw live rounds of ammunition in the trash barrels ~ dispose of them safely at home. 

5) No open fires or trash burning on Club property. 

6) When leaving the property, sign out and make sure that all buildings and the gate are securely locked.
